Nurturing Expectant -Safe Teenage (NEST)  

Mothers is an initiative to provide teenage mothers in the urban 

community the support their young bodies need for a healthy 

pregnancy through maternal care services and proper nutrition to 
prevent pregnancy and childbirth complications, continue 

education through home-school or alternative learning system 

and prepare them in their new phase in life called motherhood.  

The program aims to ensure the health and safety of both the 
teenage mother and their babies. 

 

NEST Program provides mentoring support to teenage mothers 

on the different phases of pregnancy, counseling support, 

supplemental feeding to support them and their babies nutritional 
needs,  monitoring of monthly visit to the Barangay Health Center 

to ensure their safe pregnancies and deliveries, group and family 

counseling, and encouraging them to finish education through 

home school or alternative learning system.  This program is in 

partnership with the Barangay Council for the Protection of 
Children (BCPC) and the Barangay Health Center in in Payatas 

Quezon City. 

 

Highlight Story: Larmie ( Age 16)  

Larmie grew up in a province but her family relocated in Payatas 

few years ago.  She was in high school when she was impregnated 

by her boyfriend who is her fatherõs co-worker.  When her 

parents learned about her pregnancy, she was forced to stop 

schooling. 
 

Having learned about the program, she started attending the 

different sessions that NEST is offering. She comes to the center 

every day to have lunch with the rest of the teenage mothers. She 

also received milk and vitamin supplements to support her 
nutritional needs.  Through the program, she was prepared for 

motherhood, learned about breastfeeding, the proper way of 

caring the baby, the importance of registering her babyõs name 

and most of all, about familyhood. 
 

She regained her self-worth and valued her baby more. After 

completing the sessions on NEST, she gave birth to a healthy baby 

girl and she is now attending the Alternative Learning Systems of 

the Department of Education.  She hopes to graduate from 
secondary education and pursue collegiate degree so she can 

work and raise her new bundle of joy decently.
