This year marks the 22nd year of humanitarian service of HOPE
worldwide Philippines to the Filipino people. The dedicated staff,
volunteers, and partners who supported our missions since our
humble beginning in 1993, are the heart and blood of the
organization.

Our partnership with our donors and volunteers this year brought

the organization to another horizon of development aid to the

people in need of our assistance. International volunteers such as
the HOPE Youh Corps, EMC, IBM, Adidas, Wikigves, LA Medical
Team, and many other corporate and school volunteer groups
made radical impact on so many lives in our poor communities.

Our Disaster Recovery work and the challenge of rebuilding for the survivors of typhoon Yolanda (Haiyan) made
our partnership with the local communities in the Visayas region stronger. Grants from Give2Asia through the
Global Disaster Response initiative of EMC Computer Systemsfunded the establishment of the three EMC Centers
of HOPE in Tacloban, Ormoc, and Daanbantayan, Cebu. Moe than 200 local construction workers and their
families benefited during the construction of the three (3) centers. Many of the displaced families received
livelihood and shelter recovery support and more than 150 displaced children received early childhood education,
and supplemental feeding in the new Centers of HOPE

Furthermore, other Centers of HOPE in Luzon never stop helping the families and children living in especially-

provided with livelihood support and assistance and 152 children are helped \ EMC’ Centerof

Venus (not her real name) is one of the beneficiaries of the Independent living program who stayed strong

resilient and eventually recovered
from her dreadful experience.

Now at 18, Zoe excels in her studies and was awarded a scholarship by
St. Joseph Foundation a network of HOPE worldwide. She is taking up
B.S. Psychology because she dreamsof helping children like her who

are victims of sexual or physical abuse to recover and mend the broken

pieces of their lives and be serviceable members of society. Together
with PCMN networks and faith-based organizations which includes HOPE
worldwide, Zoe and Nico, another youth from Payatas, were trained to

become youth advocates on child protection and safety.

Youth for Safety is a 20-month advocacy campaign project which aims
to build capacities of youth advocates on child protection and safety
and promote advocacy campaigns through web and peer-education to
reduce child sexual abuse incidence in Quezon City. Despite her busy
schedule balancing her studies and her responsibilities as the eldest in
the family, she conducts peer education and counselling to children at
the Center of HOPE in Payatasfacilitating five sessions per month with
a minimum of 10 children per session. Currently, she and Nico have
reached out and empowered 121 children in their advocacy campaign.
Zoe is an inspiring example of turning her traumatic experience into a

physically abusing bath of them. One time, Venus wanted to express all her feelings and hurts in the form
of a letter and she kept it over their roof. When she loo ked for it, the letter was not there and it just flew
in the air.

Fortunately, this letter made a way for them to be saved from their abusive father. The Department of
Social Welfare and Development (DSWD) came to their house and rescued them. Venus and her younger
sister were placed in DSWDH protective custody. During that time they were sad to hear that their father
died in jail and she felt guilty for it. They were also anxious whe re they would go because they didn 6 t
any known relatives to live with. Then, they were referred to the Center of HOPE when she was 10 years
old. For Venus, the Center of HOPE became the family that God gave her. Sie started to have a mother,
father, uncle, aunties, brothers and sisters from the relationships she had in t he Center of HOPE.
